CUTS WOULD FORCE MEALS ON WHEELS
PROGRAMS TO MAKE VERY TOUGH CHOICES

If funding is cut, local Meals on Wheels programs report having to do one or more of the following!:

Reduce number of meals served Establish or add to a waiting list
Reduce number of days meals are served Eliminate weekend/holiday meals
Reduce staff hours or draw on reserves Eliminate special diets and preferences
Limit participation in and/or close congregate meal sites Shut program down altogether
